The Keep America Beautiful® Great American Cleanup, the nation’s largest community improvement
program which normally runs during the spring months (March 19-June 20), will now be conducted through
Oct. 18. This year, the program was suspended because of the coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic as
government and public health officials called on the public to avoid large gatherings and events to prevent
the spread of the virus.

Cleaned and renewed 6 acres of parks, public lands, and wetlands;

Collected more than 40,000 pounds of items for recycling or reusing, including PET plastic bottles,
electronics, newspaper and more; and

e Planted 46 trees and 46 flowers and bulbs to strengthen a community’s green infrastructure.
